Prior to the meeting, new members Michael Hutchinson and Jackie Joyce were sworn in.

The meeting was called to order by Chair Shelton.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

The minutes of the regular meeting on May 1, 2018 were presented to the Commission. Mr. Reid made a motion that the minutes be approved. Ms. Joyce seconded the motion. All members present voted in favor of the motion. The motion carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS:

COMMUNITY APPEARANCE AWARD – JUNE.

Mrs. Galloway said that Main Street Manager Randy Hunt had suggested that Food Lion on Meadow Road be given the award, since they had recently repaved their parking lot and made other improvements to the store inside and outside.  Mr. Hutchinson made a motion that Food Lion be given the award. Ms. Joyce seconded the motion. All members present voted in favor of the motion. The motion carried.

DOWNTOWN PLANTING.

There was discussion about the planters in the downtown areas. It was noted that some of them were dying. Mrs. Galloway said she had asked the City crews to water them.

There was discussion about possibly placing planters on the Boulevard.
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NEW BUSINESS:

HOUSING GRANT.

Mrs. Galloway reported that the City was applying for a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) for housing improvements. She said they could apply for a certain area, if enough properties qualify, or they could apply for a “scattered site” grant, which could be used in various areas. She noted that the grant was very specific and could only be used for certain things.

UPKEEP OF CITY PROPERTY.

Mr. Hutchinson showed some photographs of various City properties which were overgrown and unkempt. He said he had shared these photographs with the City Manager. He noted that we can’t make businesses come here and we can’t make them stay, but we should be able to keep up our City properties. He noted that we advertise our parks and rivers, so we need to “make them shine”. 

It was noted that the City makes properties owners keep their properties mowed, but we (the City) cannot keep up our own properties, sidewalks, etc. Specific areas noted were Draper Landing (overgrown), the Island Ford kayak launch (broken), and numerous sidewalks. Mr. Hutchinson said that the City crews work hard, but they do not have enough manpower. Mrs. Galloway said she would share these photos and information with the appropriate department heads.

KINGSWAY PLAZA PARKING LOT.

[bookmark: _GoBack]It was noted that the Kingsway Plaza parking lot is in disrepair, which deters people from shopping there. There was a question about whether the City requires parking lots to be maintained. It was noted that this is also a safety issue.

Mrs. Galloway said there is no “parking lot ordinance” but she could see how other municipalities handle this, and it might be something the Commission would want to initiate.
