INVOCATION:

Mayor Grogan asked Council Member Epps to give the invocation.
MEETING CONVENED:

Mayor Grogan called the special meeting of the Eden City Council to order and explained that Mrs. Stultz would be giving a presentation and that there would be no action taken at the public hearing.  

Public Hearing to Consider the Annexation of the Indian Hills Area:

Mrs. Stultz began the presentation by giving a report on the Indian Hills Annexation.  A complete copy of this report is located in the Office of the City Clerk.  

The proposed Indian Hills annexation area is contiguous to, and lies southwest of, the City of Eden’s current municipal limits.  The area also lies entirely within Eden’s extra-territorial zoning jurisdiction.
The area contains 157 parcels, of which 99 are in use for residential, commercial, industrial, or institutional purposes.  Of the 137 parcels that are either undeveloped or in use for residential purposes, 134 are three acres or less in size.  The area is primarily residential in character, with 84 households and an estimated 196 people.  She explained that this was important because all of this data was required by Statue to prove that the area qualifies.

The area proposed for annexation lies in census tract 405.02.  A large majority of the lots in the annexation area were classified, for annexation purposes, to be either residentially developed or undeveloped.  In addition, there are 8 institutionally developed lots, 10 commercially developed lots and 2 industrially developed lots.  

There are a total of 79 lots that contain habitable dwelling units and are 5 acres or less in area.  Each of these lots was considered as being “residentially developed.”  There are no known duplexes or multi-family dwellings in the annexation area.  

There are also 58 lots in the annexation area that are considered “undeveloped.”  Of these undeveloped lots, 1 contains a habitable dwelling unit but is located on a lot greater than 5 acres in area.  The remaining 57 undeveloped lots did not contain any principal structures.

The area is adjacent and contiguous to the primary corporate limits of the City of Eden. 

The aggregate external boundary line of the area to be annexed is 4.227 miles, of which 1.1057 miles, or 26.16 percent, abuts the existing primary corporate limits of the City of Eden.  Therefore, the proposed annexation area is at least 12.5% contiguous.
No part of the area to be annexed is included within the boundary of another incorporated municipality.

The area to be annexed is developed for urban purposes in that at least sixty percent of the lots and tracts in the area are used for residential, commercial, industrial, institutional, or governmental purposes and the area is subdivided into lots and tracts such that at least sixty percent of the total acreage, not counting the acreage used at the time of annexation for commercial, industrial, governmental or institutional purposes, consists of lots and tracts three acres or less in size.

Of the 157 lots in the proposed annexation area, 99, or 63.06 %, were used for residential, commercial, industrial, institutional or governmental purposes and of the 137.59 total residential and undeveloped acres, 102.05 acres, or 74.45%, were in lots and tracts of 3 acres or less in size.  The external boundary of the proposed annexation area was drawn using recorded property lines and streets as boundaries.

Plans for Extending Municipal Services

POLICE PROTECTION 
The residents, businesses and property owners of the City of Eden receive police service and protection from the City of Eden Police Department. The Department is funded through the City's General Fund and serves all incorporated areas of the City. 

Current Level of Service 

Police service within the City of Eden is currently provided by a municipal Department of twenty-six (26) Patrol Officers (including Lieutenants and Sergeants), four (4) Administrative Assistants, five and one half (5.5) Telecommunicators, eleven (11) Detectives and Narcotics Officers, one (1) Dare/Crime Prevention Officer, one (1) Administrative Lieutenant, two (2) School Resource Officers, four (4) Reserve Officers, one and one half (1.5) Animal Control Officers, two (2) Captains and one (1) Chief of Police.

The current geographical service area encompasses 15.01 square miles, containing approximately 141.86 linear miles of streets including City-owned and State-owned streets.

All sworn personnel are trained and certified law enforcement officers, and several officers possess specialized training and experience in the administration of breathalyzer tests and the use of moving and stationary radar speed detection equipment. Each sworn officer receives continuing in-service training in such areas as the use of firearms, criminal investigation, crisis control, hazardous materials awareness, meth lab identification, juvenile minority sensitivity training, blood borne pathogens and infectious disease prevention and professional conduct. Two members of the current staff have attended the FBI Academy and several have received special training in gang related issues.

Station location: 308 E. Stadium Drive 

The Department deploys officers through a single-car, one officer per car, patrol system which has proven to be economically sound and operationally efficient. There are presently four teams which comprise the Patrol Division. Each team has one lieutenant, one patrol sergeant and three patrol officers. The three patrol officers and patrol sergeant are assigned to cover each of the four patrol zones within the City. The lieutenant and patrol sergeant provide supplemental coverage to any particular area requiring either additional coverage or requiring coverage while the assigned unit leaves the zone. The four teams each work twelve hour shifts and alternate to provide patrol presence seven days per week, twenty-four hours per day. 

The Patrol Division is responsible for answering all calls for service that come into the Police Department and dispatching the patrol officers/units. The Patrol Division also handles traffic enforcement, traffic related services, and animal control when necessary. 

Investigation of serious misdemeanors and felonies is the responsibility of the department's Detectives and Narcotics Officers, with investigative assistance from the Lieutenants and Sergeants.

Level of Service to Annexation Area 

On the effective date of annexation, all residents, businesses and property owners in the annexation area will be provided City police services on substantially the same basis and in the same manner as such services are provided within the rest of the City. 

Currently, the annexation area receives police protection services from the Rockingham County Sheriff’s Department. Upon annexation, the Eden Police Department will provide police protection services and will patrol the streets of the annexation area on a 24-hour-per-day basis. The City will expand and modify its four existing patrol zones to incorporate the annexation area into the Police Department’s regular patrols.  

Presently, the Rockingham County Sheriff’s Department polices approximately 56.60 square miles per officer (based upon 10 County officers per shift).  After the annexation, the Eden Police Department would have one officer for every approximately 3.09 square miles it polices, including the annexation area, based upon five officers per shift. 

The annexation area is approximately .43 square miles.  Patrolling and protecting this additional area will not require any additional officers or equipment.

In addition to patrolling the streets in the annexation area, police protection for the annexed area will include but not be limited to the following: 

a. Response to calls for service from home owners and property owners for matters including burglar and fire alarms, medical alert emergencies, domestic conflicts, trespassing, vandalism, larceny, prowlers, and dangerous animals.

b. Investigation of misdemeanor and felony crimes occurring in the annexation area.

c. Correction/reporting of public safety hazards.
d. Aid property owners in capturing and removing stray/nuisance animals by setting and monitoring humane traps. 
e. Assist in the organization of a Community Watch if requested.

f. Speak to civic/community groups on varying topics of interest to the community, such as crime prevention, identity theft, personal safety and home security. 

g. Respond to citizen requests for welfare checks on individuals whom the citizen has been unable to reach as well as requests from "Life line" calls and "9-1-1 hang up calls." 

The Rockingham County Sheriff’s Department will continue to provide certain services to the annexation area, such as the serving of civil papers. The services that will continue to be provided to the annexation area by the Sheriff’s Department will be the same services currently provided by the Sheriff’s Department within the City of Eden.  

Cost Estimates 

Because extending the City’s police service to the annexation area will require no additional personnel or equipment, there will be no additional costs associated with providing police service to the annexation area.    

FIRE PROTECTION 

The residents, businesses and property owners of the City of Eden receive fire service and protection from the City of Eden Fire Department. The Department is funded through the City's General Fund. Firefighters and other Department personnel serve all incorporated areas of the City. The Department participates with surrounding Fire Departments in mutual aid agreements. 
Current Level of Service 

The City of Eden Fire Department has the following personnel:

All four fire stations are staffed on a rotating 24 hour tour of duty. In the event the Department is asked to respond to a request for service from another fire department outside the City, off-duty Department personnel are recalled to ensure that the normal response level is maintained within City. 

The Fire Department has the following emergency vehicles: 

7 Pumper/Tanker/Aerial Trucks 

1 Service Vehicle

2 Command Vehicles

All members of the Fire Department are trained (and certified) in some or all of the following disciplines: in firefighter levels 1 and 2, driver-operator pump and aerial truck operations, fire and life safety, fire inspections levels 1, 2 and 3, and fire instructor training.  They participate in continuing education courses dealing with issues such as arson, hazardous materials, child passenger seats and fire inspections. 

Calls for service are received by the Eden Communications Center, which dispatches personnel and equipment immediately from the appropriate station or stations.

The City of Eden Fire Department has a countywide mutual aid agreement with the US Forestry Service and with all other fire departments within the area. This ensures the availability of additional apparatus, equipment and personnel from elsewhere within the county in the event of an exigent condition. These resources are dispatched as requested or as needed by the on-scene commander of the incident. 

Level of Service to Annexation Area 

On the effective date of annexation, all residents, businesses and property owners in the annexation area will be provided City fire protection services on substantially the same basis and in the same manner as such services are provided within the rest of the City. 

Because the annexation area has only approximately 0.43 square miles, providing fire protection to the annexation area will require no additional personnel or equipment.  Services within the annexation area will be provided by the Department’s existing staff utilizing existing fire station facilities and equipment.  Station 1 and Station 4 would be the stations dispatched to incidents in the newly annexed area.

The City currently has an ISO Rating of 4 within the corporate limits. The annexation area is currently served by the Leaksville Volunteer Fire Department, which has an ISO rating of 9S.  The City anticipates that upon annexation, all residents of the annexation area will enjoy an ISO rating of 4.   
Cost Estimates 

There will be no new personnel or equipment necessary to extend fire protection to the annexation area.  As Page 20 of this report explains in more detail, because the City would be annexing part of the Leaksville Volunteer Fire Department’s fire district, the City would be required to contract with the Leaksville Fire Department at an estimated cost of $15,233.26 per year for five years.  
Annexation area residents no longer will have to pay the current fire district tax of $0.08 per $100 of property value. 

SOLID WASTE COLLECTION 

The residents and property owners of the City of Eden receive solid waste collection service from the Solid Waste Division and Streets Division, which is part of the Environmental Services Department. This service is funded through the City's General Fund and serves all incorporated areas of the City. The City does not collect solid waste for businesses, as they contract privately with a solid waste hauler.   The Solid Waste Division consists of eleven (11) personnel, while the Streets Division consists of fifteen (15) full time personnel and four (4) part-time personnel.

Current Level of Service 

The Solid Waste Division collects household refuse four days a week and collects white goods, yard waste, brush, bulk waste and recycling five (5) days per week.  City Solid Waste Division personnel are required to receive both in-house and outside continuing education and safety training.  They all must hold Commercial Drivers Licenses at the B level.

The City also has a drop site recycling program with several drop stations around the community.

Level of Service to Annexation Area 

On the effective date of annexation, all residents, businesses and property owners in the annexation area will be provided City solid waste collection services on substantially the same basis and in the same manner as such services are provided within the rest of the City. 

The annexation area will add only 3.78 linear street miles (including both City maintained streets and State maintained streets) and only an estimated 84 households to the City.  City solid waste collection therefore can be extended to this area without the Solid Waste Division hiring additional personnel or buying additional equipment.  

Costs

A private solid waste collector is currently serving the annexation area.  As adopted, G.S. 160A-49.3, under certain circumstances, the City may be required to either: (i) contract with the private collector and allow it to continue serving the area or (ii) pay an economic loss payment to the provider.  Upon evaluating these two alternatives, the City plans to pay the required economic loss payment to the private collector.  That required economic loss payment will be $11,148.48 per year for 5 years, which would be paid from the City’s General Fund.  The current yearly rate for households is $132.72 and that would be multiplied by 84 households.  

As Page 20 of this report explains in more detail, the City will have a one-time cost of $49.50 per annexation area household for new waste containers, and it will cost the City approximately $19.76 per household per month to collect trash within the annexation area, though no additional personnel or equipment will be necessary. The current fee schedule for City Solid Waste is $8.50/$10.72/$12.94 per month or $102.00/$128.64/$155.28 per year.  (City customers are assigned to one of these three rate categories based upon City policies.)  72 percent of the City’s existing customers are in either the lower or middle group. The City provides a wider range of services than Waste Management. 

STREET MAINTENANCE 

The residents, businesses and property owners of the City of Eden enjoy street maintenance service provided by the City of Eden Street Division, which is part of the Environmental Services Department. The division is funded through the City's General Fund and through Powell Bill Funds, which are distributed to the City by the State of North Carolina.  The City's Engineering Department manages street resurfacing using Powell Bill Funds. 

Current Level of Service 

The City currently owns and maintains approximately 108.51 miles of streets within the City limits. 

The Street Division generally provides the following services within the City as needed or as scheduling permits: road resurfacing; pavement patching, repair and resurfacing; installation and maintenance of street name and traffic control signs; mowing and weed control of right-of-way; sidewalk maintenance and installation; pipe maintenance and installation (installed on request and upon review in accordance with the City's financial participation policy); ditch maintenance including grading, mowing, and clearing of all ditches located in the public street right-of-ways; catch basin maintenance and cleaning; street clearing in inclement weather and leaf collection.

The City-wide annual average road resurfacing costs is expected to be approximately $580,000 for fiscal year 2008/2009.

Level of Service to Annexation Area 

On the effective date of annexation, all residents, businesses and property owners in the annexation area will be provided City street maintenance services on substantially the same basis and in the same manner as such services are provided within the rest of the City.  

Because the annexation area is only approximately 0.43 square miles and contains approximately 1.64 linear street miles that will be maintained by the City in accordance with City policies, extending City street maintenance service into the area will not require any additional personnel or equipment.  

Cost Estimates 

The annexation will not require any additional equipment or personnel.  Currently, the City spends approximately $3,663.77 per linear street mile annually on street maintenance.  Because the City will begin maintaining approximately 1.64 linear street miles within the annexation area, the City estimates it will cost an additional $6,008.59 annually to maintain the annexation area’s streets.

WATER DISTRIBUTION AND SEWER COLLECTION

Current Level of Service 

The City of Eden provides water and sewer services to all City residents, and it provides sewer service to some customers within the annexation area.  Water and Sewer personnel are required to maintain certifications in the field applicable to their employment.  These certifications include training in water, wastewater and collection and distribution.

The City’s Robert A. Harris Water Filtration Plant has a rated production capacity of 20.6 million gallons per day.  This plant is currently producing an average of 10 million gallons per day.  No additional filtration capacity would be needed to serve the annexation area.

The City operates two wastewater plants.  The Mebane Bridge Wastewater Treatment Plant is permitted at 13.5 million gallons per day and the Dry Creek Wastewater Treatment Plant is permitted at 500,000 gallons per day.  These plants are currently operating at a combined total of 6.778 million gallons per day.   No additional treatment capacity would be needed to serve the annexation area.  

The City operates and maintains water and sewer lines, pump stations and all necessary infrastructure for the City’s water and sewer systems.

Level of Service to Annexation Area 

All annexation area properties currently receive their water service from Dan River Water, Inc., which purchases its water from the City of Eden.  After the effective date of the annexation, all annexation area properties will continue to receive water from Dan River, Water Inc. and the City has an agreement in place with Dan River to ensure that all annexation area properties receive water service on substantially the same basis and in the same manner as other City residents receive water service from the City.  

The agreement also provides that annexation area customers will pay no more for their Dan River water service than other City residents pay for their water service.  Annexation area residents will pay the City directly for their water at in-City rates.  The City will then reimburse Dan River for what these customers would have paid for the same water at Dan River rates.

Under the agreement, the City may install additional lines, booster pumps, fire hydrants, and other infrastructure to Dan River’s water system to ensure that all annexation area residents receive substantially the same water service as other City residents.  The City plans to install water lines in accordance with City policies and to install approximately fourteen (14) fire hydrants to Dan River’s system.  The City will ensure that all annexation area properties receive water service on substantially the same basis and in the same manner as water service is provided within the rest of the City.  

Annexation area properties that already receive sewer service from the City of Eden will begin paying in-City service rates, which will reduce their cost for sewer service by half.  For those annexation area properties that do not currently receive City sewer service, the City will construct necessary sewer outfall lines in order to reach those properties so that sewer services are available to those properties in accordance with City policies, and construction of those lines will be completed no later than two (2) years after the annexation’s effective date.  The City will ensure that all annexation area properties receive sewer service on substantially the same basis and in the same manner as sewer service is provided within the rest of the City.

Cost Estimates 

As this report explains in more detail on Page 17, the City will incur a total cost of $1,176,000 in water and sewer costs as a result of the annexation.  These improvements will be funded from the City of Eden Water and Sewer Fund.  

RECREATION 

The residents and property owners of the City of Eden receive recreation services from the City’s Parks and Recreation Department. This service is funded through the City's General Fund and serves all incorporated areas of the City. 

Current Level of Service 

The City employs fourteen (14) full time and four (4) part-time employees in its Parks and Recreation Department.  In addition, the City hires other seasonal employees as needed.

The City of Eden operates and maintains ten (10) municipal parks and recreation facilities.  These facilities include: the Bridge Street Recreation Center, the Mill Avenue Recreation Center, the Garden of Eden Senior Center, Freedom Park, the Mill Avenue Swimming Pool, the Boone Road Community Center, Blue Creek Park, DeHart Ball Park, the Hamilton Street River Access and the Smith River Greenway.

The City offers a variety of athletic programs, recreation programs, and special events for all age groups. This includes youth and adult sports programs such as football, basketball, baseball, softball, soccer, volley ball, senior citizen programs, concerts in the park, after school care and summer child care programs, continuing education classes, exercise classes, tennis, picnic facilities, skate boarding, walking and jogging tracks and swimming.

Level of Service to Annexation Area 

On the effective date of annexation, all residents, businesses and property owners in the annexation area will be provided City recreation services on substantially the same basis and in the same manner as such services are provided within the rest of the City before the annexation.  The City charges fees to non-residents who want to participate in the City’s recreational programs and services.  Once the annexation is effective, these fees will no longer apply to residents of the annexation area.

Cost Estimates 

The additional land area, residents, dwelling units and businesses will not require expansion of personnel or equipment. It is estimated that no increase in expenditures for recreation will result from the annexation. 

STREET LIGHTING 

The residents, businesses and property owners of the City of Eden receive street lighting services that are provided by the City through a contract with Duke Energy. The cost of providing street lights is funded through the City's General Fund. 

Current Level of Service 

The City of Eden generally provides a street light every 300 to 400 feet.  However, traffic volume, speed of traffic, the presence of children, existing pole placement and potential crime can cause the City to install more lights in certain areas as it deems necessary.

Street lighting is provided on an as-needed basis through request and evaluation of locations to determine if they comply with City policy. 

Level of Service to Annexation Area 

On the effective date of annexation, all residents, businesses and property owners in the annexation area will be provided City street lighting services on substantially the same basis and in the same manner as such services are provided within the rest of the City before the annexation.  Street lights will be installed within the annexation area on the same basis they are installed within the rest of the City and in accordance with City street lighting policies.  

As a result, the City intends to install thirty-one (31) new street lights in the annexation area as a result of the annexation.

Cost Estimates 

As Page 21 of this report explains in more detail, the City’s costs will increase by $2,034.84 per year as a result of the installation of the new street lights.  This cost will be funded through the General Fund.  
PLANNING AND BUILDING INSPECTION SERVICES 

The residents, businesses and property owners of the City of Eden receive planning and building inspection services from the Planning and Inspections Department.  These services are funded through the City's General Fund and serve all jurisdictional areas of the City.

Current Level of Service 

The Planning and Inspections Department consists of 6.5 employees that include the Planning & Inspections Director, one (1) Planner, one (1) Planning and Inspections Coordinator, a Permit Technician, a Planning Technician, a Chief Codes Inspector and a Codes Inspector.

The City of Eden Planning and Inspections Department provides applicable services as allowed by state law to the annexation area as it is currently located in the City's extraterritorial jurisdiction (ETJ). These services primarily include application and enforcement of the City of Eden Zoning, Subdivision, Water Supply Watershed, Flood Damage Prevention, Nuisance, Condemnation, Human Habitation, Non-Residential Maintenance, Junk and Abandoned Vehicle ordinances and the North Carolina Building, Plumbing, Mechanical, Electrical and Fire Codes.  In addition, Department planning functions include implementation and oversight of the City's Comprehensive Land use Plan. All of these services are provided to ensure the health, safety, and general welfare of City and ETJ residents as well as to protect and enhance the property values within the jurisdiction. 

Level of Service to Annexation Area 

On the effective date of annexation, all residents, businesses and property owners in the annexation area will be provided City planning and building inspection services on substantially the same basis and in the same manner as such services are provided within the rest of the City. 

Cost Estimates 

As the annexation area already receives City planning and building inspection services, no increase in expenditures for planning and building inspection services will result from the annexation.  

ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES 

The residents, businesses and property owners of the City of Eden receive administrative service from the City’s general administration and its various support departments. General administration is funded through the City's General Fund and serves all incorporated areas of the City. 

Current level of Service 

The City of Eden is governed by a City Council consisting of a Mayor and seven Council members with general administration responsibilities delegated to a City Manager. Supporting the City Manager are administrative professionals and department heads specializing in finance, legal matters, and various other municipal activities and functions. This group of professionals works to make the City of Eden a better community for present and future residents, businesses and property owners. 

The City has meeting space available for public use, such as the Eden Room in City Hall. 

Level of Service to Annexation Area 

On the effective date of annexation, all residents, businesses and property owners in the annexation area will be provided City administrative services on substantially the same basis and in the same manner as such services are provided within the rest of the City. 

Cost Estimates 

No increase in expenditures for administrative and miscellaneous services will result from the annexation. 

FINANCIAL INFORMATION

Method of Financing

The City intends to finance this annexation with existing revenues and fund balance.

Projected Capital Costs

The most significant costs involved with this annexation are the capital costs of extending water and sewer into the area.  Estimates provided by ARCADIS show a total cost of $1,176,000 for extending mains, major trunk lines and local distribution and collection lines throughout the annexation area.  

City of Eden assessment policy permits one-half of all costs related to local collection and distribution lines to be assessed to affected property owners.  Following annexation, residents will have up to five years to pay their share of assessment costs at 8% interest, unless otherwise decided by the City Council in accordance with City policies.

Mayor Grogan thanked Mrs. Stultz for her report and declared the public hearing open for comments.  No one came forward to speak in favor or against the Annexation report.
Mr. Jesse Edwards, 1805 Indian Trail stated that he had a question.  He asked what the effective date of the annexation would be.

Mrs. Stultz replied that the City Council could adopt an annexation ordinance a minimum of ten (10) days after tonight.  When they reach the decision to adopt that ordinance the effective date would be established at that time and it has to be at least a year from that.
Mr. Edwards questioned sewer installation rates as he thought he had heard last time that it was $63 per foot for extending the sewer line.

Mrs. Stultz replied that was the estimate, but that could change.

Pastor Roy Hall, True Light Temple of Deliverance Church, Highway 770, asked if the church was covered in the map of the annexation plan to which Mrs. Stultz replied that it was and showed him the location on the map.
As there were no other questions or concerns, Mayor Grogan declared the public hearing closed.

Consideration of a Request for Banner for Riverfest:
