MEETING CONVENED:

Mayor Grogan called the regular meeting of the Eden City Council to order and welcomed those in attendance. He explained that the Council meets the third Tuesday of each month at 7:30 p.m. and works from a prepared agenda; however, time would be set aside for business not on the printed agenda.

A motion was made by Council Member Ellis seconded by Council Member Tuggle to approve the nominations of Jane Lloyd to Tree Board, Mary Ruth Martin to Tree Board, Gail Flynt to Community Appearance, Vicki Underwood to Community Appearance and Angela Hampton to Planning Board.  All Council Members present voted in favor of these nominations.  
NEW BUSINESS:   

(a)  Approval and adoption of Phases I and II of the Harrington Corner project to be served by Dan River Water, Inc.   

The memorandum explained that in January, Dan River Water, Inc., made a request for the approval of extension of their lines in three areas.  Two of them were approved at the January regular meeting.  The third, Harrington Corner, was taken off the agenda.  Concerns were raised because the as-built drawings were submitted.
 
Mayor Grogan asked Mrs. Kelly Stultz, Director of Planning & Inspections and Mr. Bev O’Dell, Director of Engineering to come forward.

Mr. O’Dell explained that the request was pretty much the same as last month.  He stated that they have at this time submitted a plan of their distribution system.  He added that he had not had a chance to thoroughly review it to see how accurate it was, but that was something that they planned to do and it was one of the requirements that they had.  

Mrs. Stultz added that when they finished the review it would be brought back to the Council for approval.  She also added that she, Mr. O’Dell and the City Attorney, had a meeting with Dan River’s chairman along with Mr. Mike Lemons, their staff person, and Mr. Joe Maddrey, their attorney.  They discussed issues from the contract as it was adopted in 1989 and amended in 1991 and she felt confident that they have gotten the message.  She noted that Dan River had promised to abide by those rules.  They did get the original map very quickly and also promised that if they could find a paper copy of the one from 1989 they would bring that.  She also noted that they discussed issues for new extensions and changes that they might make and asked them to bring those to them when the request was made and not after the engineering and all of the work had been done.  She pointed out that Dan River Water was an important customer for the city but they did need to abide by the rules of the contract.  She explained that based upon that meeting and information that they have received they recommended that the Council approve Harrington Corner at this time.
Council Member Tuggle commented that he had brought this up at the last meeting, and he was the one that pulled it as he just had concerns.  He stated that they have just told him exactly what he wanted to hear.  He explained that he wanted to make sure they were following the contract and doing exactly what they said they were doing, and that they would know beforehand, before any future extensions were made.  He stated that obviously they both feel comfortable that the procedures will be followed the way they were supposed to be followed, and he asked if that was correct.
Mr. O’Dell replied yes, even though in this particular case it was not technically followed, this water line had already been put in and they have already done all the planning and engineering.  He noted that this was for 180’ of 6” line on Peppermill Trail and about 620’ on Sanderlyn Court, but based on the rapid response that they had after their meeting…

Council Member Tuggle stated that he just wanted to make sure that it was followed through and the message was that from now on, they should follow procedure and go by the contract the way it was written, so, if that had taken place and they both feel comfortable with it, then he felt good about it.  

Mrs. Stultz added that if they discovered that it was not happening then they would certainly let them know.

Council Member Burnett asked for clarification in that he had understood that they did submit the map of the entire facility to which Mrs. Stultz replied that they did, but as Mr. O’Dell had mentioned they had not had enough time to thoroughly review it.

As there were no more questions or discussions Mayor Grogan called for the motion.  

A motion was made by Council Member Ellis seconded by Council Member Turner to approve this request.  All Council Members present voted in favor of this motion.  This motion carried.
(b)  Approval and adoption of Budget Amendment No. 9.

This budget amendment is to transfer money from the contingency line item to cover the costs that exceeded the budget amount to complete the Way Finding Project.

Mayor Grogan asked Mrs. Tammie McMichael, Director of Finance and Human Resources, to come forward for a report.
Mrs. McMichael explained that she was asking for their approval and adoption of Budget Amendment #9.  She noted that they were trying to transfer money from the Contingency Line Item to cover the cost that exceeded the budget amount to complete the Way-Finding Project.

Council Member Burnette questioned the signs and what type of schedule they had.
Mrs. McMichael referred the question to Mr. Mike Dougherty, Director of Business Development, who explained that they were in the process of putting the signs up right now.  He noted that there were about 18 signs, some of the poles were up and the signs should be up probably by the end of the month at the latest.

Council Member Burnette pointed out, just for public information, this was not the green (NC) DOT signs that were already up, that these were totally different.
Mr. Dougherty replied that he was correct and they were limited to what they could do because of the State’s rules.  He explained that most of the signs were on the State highway.  He added that was what had happened to some of the cost; it doubled because you have to have break away systems, placed in concrete and those types of things.  He added that they did cut down the signs from 26 to 18 to save some costs along the way.

Council Member Ellis questioned what they were made of to which Mr. Dougherty replied that they were steel with a decorative pole, with the city’s new logo on the top, so that it distinguishes it from the regular (NC) DOT signs.

Council Member Tuggle asked that when they finish with the project if he could give the Council a map as to where these were located or at least let them know so they could go out and look at them.  He noted that it was just like anything else, when people talk to them about the Way-Finding Project, he would really like to explain to them where the signs were located.

Mr. Dougherty added that the Chamber of Commerce gets these complaints constantly.  He explained that if you were not from Eden, you did not understand how to get around.  He noted that a lot of people coming in had no idea where Draper Village was located if they were going down Highway 14.  So, they have strategically placed the signs near Freedom Park, for when people go to ball tournaments.  The signs would also direct people to the library or City Hall.  

Council Member Tuggle agreed in that you have to live in Eden to understand how the cities were together, but if you were outside, and you talked about Leaksville, Spray, Draper and the Boulevard, nobody could figure that out.  It was really important to have good signs.

A motion was made by Council Member Tuggle seconded by Council Member Turner to approve this request.  All Council Members present voted in favor of this motion.  This motion carried.
(c)  Approval and adoption of Budget Amendment No. 10.  
The budget amendment transfers the fund balance at December 31, 2007 of the 911 landline fees as required by State Statute from the Emergency Communication Fund to the General Fund.  This amount transferred is being recorded as a contribution to the General Fund and an expenditure line item that has been set up in the police department budget.

Mrs. McMichael explained that this was Budget Amendment #10.  What they were doing here, they received a letter from the Wireless 911 Board instructing them to move part of the Emergency Communication money to the Police Department, General Fund line item.  They gave us a percentage; this is restrictive revenues that come in to the city and has always been put aside in the Emergency Communications Fund.  They have started now, rather than us actually receiving the revenues from the telephone companies, we are getting the money from the State, so we are just following the General Statute on moving a portion of that money to the General Fund, as they have instructed us to do, and keeping the remaining balance in the Emergency Communications Fund.  
Council Member Tuggle stated that he did not have a problem with the transfer of money, but he would direct this to the City Manager.  He stated that he would like to possibly have someone talk to them and update them on the emergency communication system at some future Council Meeting, to let them know where it is, what was involved in it, and that type of stuff.
Council Member Burnette agreed.  He had talked with Captain Light several months ago but he needed a better understanding of what it was and what it would do.  Council Member Tuggle added that was really the reason for pulling this item.

Council Member Turner stated that she had mentioned Wireless 911.  She noted that had always been very difficult for people using a cell phone.

Mrs. McMichael replied that it was a restrictive revenue and they give you list of guidelines that you can actually use that for and they were planning, as a part of the upgrade, to fund this emergency communication upgrade with that revenue.

Mr. Brad Corcoran, the City Manager, commented that they could put together a report to send out to each member of Council.  
Council Member Tuggle replied that he thought he would rather it be presented in a Council Meeting to which Council Member Burnette agreed.

Mr. Corcoran asked Captain Greg Light, Eden Police Department, and Mr. Kevin Taylor, Manager of Information Technology, to come forward.  They could go ahead and do it now as they had them there.  He added that he guessed the big thing was to go over again the basics of what was included.

Captain Light explained that basically the communications center was probably six to seven years old and the parts were outdated.  He noted that after the upgrade, when a 911 call was received at their communications center, a map of the city will be displayed and will show exactly where the 911 call was located.  It will also have data attached to that call, so that when their officers were responding, their communicators can tell the officers if they have had multiple calls there, for the officer’s safety and as well as the public’s safety.  
They were also updating the dispatch.  He explained that it would be easier for the dispatchers to dispatch calls.  They were also upgrading their records management system.  He explained that the reason for doing that was because the old system was not really user friendly plus it was dated.  With this new system they can actually start doing their field reporting with MDT’s (Mobile Data Terminal) in their cars.  Their goal was to hopefully have it this year.  Then their officers could stay on the road to be better observed by the public and spend less time in the office as they could actually do their reports on their MDT’s.  
Council Member Tuggle asked if they have MDT’s in each patrol car to which Captain Light replied at the present time they have four.  Council Member Tuggle asked if they were working toward doing that and Mayor Grogan questioned what the MDT stood for.

Captain Light replied that MDT was a mobile data terminal.  
He explained that their goal was to have their communication system up and running with all the bugs and kinks worked out of it, transitioning to the four that they currently have on the road, to the e-Citations (Electronic Citations), like the highway patrol currently does, from that transition to equipping their fleet with the MDT’s.  He added that he should have a grant ready this week to submit that may fund the MDT’s.  If that fails, then they have other moneys they can utilize.  
Council Member Tuggle asked how many more they needed.

Captain Light replied that they have four so it would probably be 26.  He and Mr. Taylor came up with a total of $6,000 to $7,000 per computer and equipping the cars and also a monthly fee of $12.00 they have to pay.

Council Member Tuggle stated that he assumed this would be a safety item as well; it seemed like to him if they have an MDT in there and an officer stopped someone, it lets them know who it is and something about them.  He asked if he was correct.  
Captain Light replied yes, immediately.  He also wanted to point out that their dispatchers not only dispatch for the police department, they also dispatch for fires.  When they actually stop a car, if a dispatcher has a fire call on hand too, then they were trying to do multiple things.  He also pointed out that in speaking with DMV, in the near future, when they run a license number, it will show a picture of you so they will have the correct identification as well.

Council Member Tuggle commented that with so many problems and so much crime, he thought they should get every advantage possible to make sure that they were safe and that the fire department was safe.  Those things should be a priority.

Captain Light agreed that it was very much a priority.  He stated that he would like to have a communication system that was safe, as far as their communications in transition, hopefully that would be this year.

Council Member Ellis asked if any other cities had this.
Captain Light replied that Reidsville currently had their fleet equipped with MDT’s.  They were doing “e-crash” as far as doing the wrecks on the scene, the e-Citations and the field reporting.

Council Member Burnette asked what their time frame was for getting the 911 Emergency System installed and in place, once it was approved.

Captain Light replied that it would depend on the company they were dealing with and getting the dispatchers trained, because that will be totally different.
Council Member Ellis asked how this compared with the County.
Captain Light replied that the County will transition into this once their new facility was built to which Council Member Ellis stated, so it will be a better…to which Captain Light replied yes, when the project was completed, the City of Eden Police Department will be one of the leading agencies in the  State.  He added that they were trying to transition into communications with Henry County and be able to talk directly to the Highway Patrol and any other agencies…to which Council Member Burnette asked if this was a statewide 911.
Captain Light replied yes, and they were at a pivotal point and would be one of the leading agencies as far as communications when this was completed. 

Mr. Taylor added that the advantage of Phase II of this project was going to be what was called ANI and ALI, the automatic locator and the automatic address locator.  He explained that there has been a great increase in the number of cell phones, voice over IP, things like Vonage, at home.  The problem they have with their current equipment was that they could not receive an address from any of those types of systems.  So, the Phase II of this project would actually let them get the E911 information from the voice over IP type connections and a location for cell phones as well.  This was a very exciting project.
Council Member Burnette questioned when Phase II would begin after Phase I was completed.

Mr. Taylor replied that as soon as Phase I was completed and they have the system stable, they could immediately begin with Phase II.

Council Member Ellis asked if the officers were upbeat about this to which Captain Light replied they were.  He added that it would be a transition for the dispatchers as well.  He noted that they were probably going from four monitors to four monitors and three above those as well, so it will be a very interesting transition.

Council Member Burnette questioned if all of this would be totally transparent to the public in that they will not notice anything other than hopefully a faster response and safety for police and fire as well.

Captain Light replied that was their goal.

Council Member Epps asked if digital radio was going to be able to tie into it later to which Captain Light replied that it should because everything was transitioned into a digital world now.  Council Member Epps commented that he knew that at Myrtle Beach they have it and you did not hear them on the scanner.

Council Member Ellis questioned what that would do for scanners and things like that.
Captain Light replied that as far as the MDT’s, if they need to respond to your house and be secure, their dispatchers will be able to send a signal to the police officer through their MDT to respond to whatever location, if they did not want it on the air.

Council Member Ellis asked, for clarification, it would not be heard over the scanner to which Captain Light replied that it would depend on which call, they could determine which ones they would do.

A motion was made by Council Member Burnette seconded by Council Member Epps to approve this request.  All Council Members present voted in favor of this motion.  This motion carried.
(i) Approval and adoption of 911 Emergency Communication System Financing.  

The City needs to proceed with Tax-Exempt Municipal Lease Purchase for the Turnkey Public Safety Answering Point equipment upgrade including a Voice over IP E9-1-1 system, IP based radio dispatch system, UPS, Computer-Aided-Dispatch system and Dispatch Mapping system.  Council approved and authorized to negotiate a contract with Synergem for the purchase and maintenance of RMS-CAD on October 16, 2007.

On January 25, 2008 a Request for Proposals was sent to several banks.  The Tax-Exempt Municipal Lease Purchase financing is preferable due to the reasonable upfront cost, and the shorter time frame to complete.  Sun Trust Equipment Finance & Leasing Corporation has met all contract specifications.  

Given all the different criteria, it is recommended that the City of Eden accept the proposal from Sun Trust Equipment Finance & Leasing Corporation dated February 7, 2008. The sums to fall due under the contract are adequate and not excessive for the proposed purpose because the payments are amortized over 59 months at an interest rate not to exceed 2.903%, yielding annual payments in arrears in the amount of $133,002.61 ($100,000.00 down payment will be made from the Emergency Communication Fund).  It is anticipated that the payments will be paid through revenues funded by the North Carolina Wireless 911 Board and the General Fund Police Emergency Communications.

Should Sun Trust Equipment Finance & Leasing Corporation be approved as the successful proposer, the Finance Director will proceed with closing this transaction.  

Mayor Grogan asked Mrs. McMichael to give a report.
Mrs. McMichael explained that with the item of the 911 Emergency Communication, she had gone out for bank bids as far as the financing of this and they could see that Sun Trust Equipment Finance and Leasing Incorporation has met all of the contract specifications and came in with the lowest interest rate and she was asking for their permission to proceed with closing this.  Their plans would be, if approved, to close this loan before the end of March and, therefore, begin the 911 upgrade.

Council Member Ellis asked if they were really going to be able to, plus this 911 system, with what they were coming in for…say if they have a budget of, what $174,000, coming in yearly, it would not cost but $133,000 to which Captain Light replied yes, those were the figures that Mrs. McMichael found and they should be fine on that.  Council Member Ellis also asked for clarification, if it was about $6,000 per car.
Captain Light explained that the money for the MDT would be used from a different fund, a non- restrictive fund.  This fund was very restrictive and that was what they have to use it for, the communications system.  The fund that they were talking about was possibly from drug forfeiture money that was received and also the grant that he hoped to have prepared this week for submittal.  If they receive that grant then they would be able to use the money for that because that was what it was for.  He added that he understood that from their resources, when they were audited, if they were not spending the money, then they would receive less money, so that was also why it was important.

A motion was made by Council Member Ellis seconded by Council Member Tuggle to approve this request.  All Council Members voted in favor of this motion.  This motion carried.
(j) Approval and adoption of Water & Sewer and General Fund Capital Projects Financing. 
The City needs to proceed with private placement financing for the Water Pressure Improvements Project, the Waterline Upgrade Improvements Project, the Sewer Rehabilitation Improvements Project, the Raw Water Supplemental Pumping Project, the Water Construction Improvements Project, the Sewer Construction Upgrade Project, the Greenways Project, and the Downtown Revitalization Project.

RESOLUTION TO PROCEED WITH PRIVATE PLACEMENT FINANCING FOR THE 
WATER PRESSURE IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT, THE WATERLINE UPGRADE IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT, THE SEWER REHABILITATION IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT, THE RAW WATER SUPPLEMENTAL PUMPING PROJECT, THE WATER CONSTRUCTION IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT, 
THE SEWER CONSTRUCTION UPGRADE PROJECT, THE GREENWAYS PROJECT, 
AND THE DOWNTOWN REVITALIZATION PROJECT.
WHEREAS, the Eden City Council (the “Council”) has determined that it is in the best interests of the City to finance the construction, renovation, and improvements of certain projects within the City know as the (1) Water Pressure Improvements Project, (2)the Waterline Upgrade Improvements Project, (3) the Sewer Rehabilitation Improvements Project, (4) the Raw Water Supplemental Pumping Project, (5) the Water Construction Improvements Project, (6) the Sewer Construction Upgrade Project, (7) the Greenways Project, and (8) the Downtown Revitalization Project (the “Projects”) with proceeds of tax-exempt obligations; and 

WHEREAS, the Council has approved a new loan in its FY 2007-08 budget of up to $6,900,000 within the Water & Sewer Fund and up to $1,228,000 within the General Fund for the Projects and now wishes to appoint an authorized representative and direct staff to proceed with the acquisition of financing proposals from interested banks.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED by the Eden City Council that the Director of Finance for the City is hereby authorized and designated to act on behalf of the City for the execution of any and all documents necessary to effectuate the financing of the Projects with proceeds of tax-exempt obligations to be approved by the Council after public hearing, and the staff of the financing department is directed to proceed with the acquisition of financing proposals from at least (3) interested banks.

Mayor Grogan asked Mrs. McMichael to give a report.
Mrs. McMichael explained that this was the Water & Sewer General Fund Capital Projects financing.  She noted that if they recalled, in the current budget they approved that they could do a new loan, for a reimbursement for General Fund Projects, one being Greenways and the other Downtown Improvements and they were just beginning the process to get approval from the Local Government Commission and the first step was for them to approve and adopt a resolution basically giving her authority to go out for bank bids on the financing of it.  The Capital Projects for the Water & Sewer were basically a continuance of what they did with the large capital loan last year.
Council Member Tuggle stated that he had a question for Mr. Asbury (Director of Environmental Services).  He stated that he would really like for the public to know that when they were borrowing $6.9 million, funding the Water Pressure Improvement Project, Waterline Upgrade Improvement Project, Sewer Rehab Improvement Project, Raw Water Supplemental Pumping Project, Water Construction Improvement Projects, Sewer Construction Upgrade Project and on and on, he  just wanted the public to have every opportunity to know that they were using this money to try to upgrade the projects to put the city where it was supposed to be.  He added that he would like to have an update on the projects periodically, in a Council Meeting, so that the public would know where they were with this.  He added that he really did not expect him to answer this, but he just wanted the public to know that this money that they borrow, they were putting an emphasis on these things to try and take care of business.  A periodic update would really be appreciated and he expected that all the other Council Members would appreciate it as well.  
Council Member Ellis asked if once a quarter would be okay to which Mr. Asbury replied they could do that.

Council Member Burnette agreed with the comments.  He noted that there were tremendous amounts of money being spent and he knew that a lot of it was to address a lot of the items on the Special Order of Consent.  He thought that unfortunately folks tend to forget those things when they were out of sight or out of the paper.  He added that he thought what was happening were very good things and they needed to continue to let folks know what was going on.

Council Member Tuggle pointed out that no news media were present that night.  He stated that they got accused a lot of times for not communicating with the public and yet, they want to get this word out and let people know they were borrowing this money and it was very important what they do with it.

Mayor Grogan commented that at the time it was approved, the newspaper was here and a lot of things have gone out, they just need to remind people.

A motion was made by Council Member Tuggle seconded by Council Member Burnette to approve this request.  All Council Members present voted in favor of this motion.
 
(k)  Approval of Resolution Requesting Funding Assistance for Supplemental Pumping Improvements for the City of Eden's Raw Water Pump Station.  

RESOLUTION REQUESTING FUNDING ASSISTANCE

FOR SUPPLEMENTAL PUMPING IMPROVEMENTS FOR

THE CITY OF EDEN’S RAW WATER PUMP STATION

WHEREAS, North Carolina is currently experiencing unprecedented drought conditions; and

WHEREAS, the City of Eden instituted emergency supplemental pumping to maintain its ability to withdraw water from the Dan River in the drought of 2002; and

WHEREAS, mounting precipitation deficits are likely to make the summer of 2008 the driest summer on record; and

WHEREAS, Eden provides water to its 15,840 residents as well as to commercial and industrial customers including three major water using industries that employ 1,934 persons; and

WHEREAS,  Eden provides water for 4,390 homes and 210 businesses in Rockingham County through Dan River Water, Inc. and to the 409 residents of Sandy Level, Virginia through the Henry County Public Service Authority; and

WHEREAS, water is vital to maintaining the health of our community’s citizens and economy; and

WHEREAS, 
Eden’s median household income based on the most recent census data is $27,670 annually; and

WHEREAS, eligibility requirements for many state and federal water grant and loan programs require recipients to maintain residential water rates for 5,000 gallons of usage in one month at a level at least equal to 0.75% of the median household income; and

WHEREAS, to meet the 0.75% of median household income requirement Eden’s water rate for residential customers for 5,000 gallons usage in one month would need to be $17.30. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF EDEN, NORTH CAROLINA, that we commit to set residential water rates for 5,000 gallons per month of usage to at least $17.30 prior to receipt of any grant or loan monies requiring this standard and respectfully request assistance from the State of North Carolina to fund this project for supplemental pumping improvements to ensure the reliability of Eden’s water supply.

Council Member Burnette explained that his question was for Mr. Asbury.  Again, he thought most of them understood that the drought was not over and probably would not be over this summer.  What he understood here was for the raw water pumping. He explained that they were going to have to help themselves before they could ask for any outside help, so in a statement, he thought he would like for him to explain what they were really saying here.
Mr. Asbury explained that the next three items on their agenda were a package deal.  If the Council decided not to do one of them they may as well decide not to do all three of them.  They were required by the granting agencies.  He explained that their whole purpose was basically so they could apply for the grants.  
He explained that the grant agency particularly in mind at the moment was the North Carolina Rural Economic Development Center.  They get their money through an act that was passed in 1987, called the North Carolina Clean Water Revolving Loan and Grant Act of 1987.  He explained that that act requires certain stipulations.  The first resolution deals with what was generally called a high unit cost requirement.  This meant that they want to be sure that cities were looking out for and taking care of their own needs.  He explained that they did not want to be giving out taxpayer money to cities who were charging rates that were far below the average and they basically will not fund those kinds of communities.  He explained that if you were not paying your own way, you cannot expect the State of North Carolina and the United States to help you, you have to be looking out for yourself.  He explained that meant that one and a half percent of the median household income, since this project was the raw water intake, it only applied to the raw water side, so drinking water rates needed to be for a residential customer who was using 5,000 gallons a month or at 0.75 percent of the median household income as recorded in the 2000 census.  So, that was where those numbers were coming from and that was the requirement.
Mr. Asbury noted that the resolution says that the Council was willing to raise the rates to that point.  It did not mean they raise the rates tonight.  He explained that according to the Rural Center’s document, the effective date of the new rate must fall at or before the end of construction so there was time.  Even if they pass it tonight and decide later they did not want to accept the money, they were still not obligated to raise them.

Council Member Burnette stated that was a question he had because it says they commit.  So, even if they apply for the grant, they can choose to accept or not accept the grant at that point.  He asked if that was correct.
Mr. Asbury replied that was correct, they commit to do it if they accept the money.  Council Member Burnette questioned the cost of the project to which Mr. Asbury replied that they were looking at $700,000.  That was what they were presenting to the Rural Center and hopefully that was adequate for the design and administration.

Council Member Burnette asked what amount of grant they would be applying for.
Mr. Asbury replied that it was a dollar for dollar match so they would be applying for $350,000.  He noted that he had presented them with pictures and the graph.  He noted that he thought the City Manager has made them aware of the condition of the river on a weekly basis.  He explained that he had recently attended a meeting with Woody Yonts, the chairman of the North Carolina Drought Management Council.  He noted that they have a website of maps showing the impact of the drought in North Carolina.  He explained that at that meeting Mr. Yonts told everybody that when you drive over the river and you look out there at this time of year and you see all that water, you have this tendency to think “oh, good it is back up”.  On the graph he presented them, he asked them to look at the little triangles.  They would see the median values of the 68 years of record for that particular station which was located just downstream of Settle’s Bridge (Dan River).  So at this time of year they should be up at where those little triangles were and they could see they were considerably below that.  He explained that they were down in the 500 to 700 cubic feet per second.  He explained that a cubic foot of liquid equals 7.85 gallons and you multiply that by 14040 minutes a day times 60 seconds per minute.  
He explained that there was a lot of water out there but as they would probably recall, their raw water intake screens were out of the water.  He stated that their proposal was on the other paper that was presented to them.  He explained that the picture was just a little misleading because the orange pumps were considerably larger than they appear.  Their footprints were probably about the same size as a pickup truck.  The bar on top of it was about 7 feet tall. So these pumps were at a much lower level than the men that was in the photograph.  

He explained that they were proposing that they make a permanent concrete bench with a wall that would protect the infrastructure above it.  They would be buying the pumps and purchasing the variable frequency drives and he noted that actually at the Council’s retreat on Saturday they would be asking for approval of equipment bids received on Friday so he did not think there was any question that the project needed to be done.  He added that the issue of the rates, he had said for the last 27 years that the rates were incredibly low.  He noted that he thought they have all seen the Draper Aden Associate reports.  There was no doubt in anyone’s mind that their rates were below the average and below what they should be.  They have not taken care of their infrastructure as they should and every time they raise the rates they were just helping to take some of the rust off of what they have had for years, so he urged them to consider this favorably.
Council Member Epps asked how long they have to have the rate in place by the time they begin the construction and how long did he anticipate the construction to take.

Mr. Asbury replied that he hoped that the system will be operational by August of this year or six months.

Council Member Tuggle stated that he wanted to point out a couple of things.  He knew that with Liberty closing, that cost the Water & Sewer Fund $700,000.  That was a big hit.  Also, he stated that he would hate for Hanes Brands to close, but that was about $3.2 million out of their budget if they were to leave.  He added that would be an immediate, huge jump if they were to go out.  He asked if he was correct in saying that to which Mr. Asbury replied, yes.
Council Member Epps commented that was why they needed to keep people informed of what was going on because all they see were the rates. They fill this place up ready to “scalp us”, but if the information was out there and the newspaper would work with them, or if the city had to send out a paper itself, to let people know what was going on, that would be a great help.

Council Member Tuggle also added that Fieldcrest was no longer around here to subsidize things like they once were.
Mr. Asbury replied that they were depending upon the industries such as Miller, Karastan and Hanes Brands to do that for them.  He encouraged every member of Council to go back and get those comments that were made at that Council Meeting.  He stated that Council Member Epps mentioned that the public came and were about ready to scalp them.  He asked them to read those (comments) because when they did, they would realize that no one was informed.  He stated that personally, all of the arguments went to emotion, they were not informed, and it would be good if they could be.
Council Member Tuggle asked if Liberty was the third largest water user.  

Mr. Asbury replied that he believed they would have been the third largest, they would be about over a million gallons a day, the next in line would be Karastan which would be about 600,000 a day.

Council Member Burnette questioned the capacity of the pumps.

Mr. Asbury replied that the pumps they were originally looking at were at 5 million and these were a just a little over that.  He added that he had forgotten the gallon per minute rate, but it was slightly over 5 and he asked them to keep in mind that right now they were doing about 13 million gallons during the summer months.  That was the reason for the size.

Council Member Burnette stated that he was in total support of a rate increase if they get this grant. He added that as Mr. Asbury had said, the city had to do what the grant asks it to do and take care of itself.  The public also needed to understand that these droughts just did not come about all of a sudden.  They were four or five year approaches to it.  In 2002, they were “surprised”, but when you look back at the rainfall and they have done the same thing over the last three or four years, that rainfall has been considerably below average each year.  And then they had an extremely hot summer which exasperated the whole situation, so this was why they were where they were and that was why it was also going to probably be bad this summer as well.  He asked if he was correct.

Mr. Asbury replied that was correct.  If it had not been for the unusually large amounts of rain in 2003, they would have been in an eight or ten year drought.  The 2002 drought really started in 1998 and culminated four years later with the 2002 drought.
Council Member Tuggle asked how low the river had to get before they would have to start using supplemental pumps.  He stated that he was thinking it got down around a foot or foot and a half this summer.
Mr. Asbury replied that was probably a good measure.  Generally when the river was flowing at a rate of about 100 cubic feet per second it was at that point that they start having real difficulty and have to start considering the supplemental pumps.

Council Member Epps added that these supplemental pumps, once they have the bench made and they were installed, he asked if they were going to have some kind of enclosure around them.
Mr. Asbury explained that the bench would be on the river bank and they would have a hoist to pull those things off the river banks.  He noted that on the photograph, they were cut in a shelf level considerably below where those trucks and men were.  That was where their retaining wall and pad would be for staging those pumps.  He explained that they would not want to leave them there because the river gets up way above that from time to time so they want to be able to pull them out if there was a heavy rain upstream.

Council Member Epps commented so, they were essentially portable.

Council Member Tuggle stated that they would not have to depend upon anybody else, they would depend upon themselves if they get in such a shape and have to pull water out of the river…that was the importance of having the supplemental pumps and it being theirs, not having to worry about somebody else keeping their industries going with water.  He asked if that was correct.

Mr. Asbury replied yes, and that was the important point.  He explained that they have industries who measure their production in tens of thousands of dollars an hour.  He pointed out that in 2002, he believed that they were within hours of getting to the point to where they could not filter water at the water plant.  He explained that those available pumps migrate all over the United States depending upon whatever disaster occurs.
Council Member Tuggle stressed that they did not want to depend upon somebody else if their industries were in trouble.

Council Member Epps added that more so proving that the grants to be were based on what they were sufficiently doing themselves.

Council Member Burnette also added that the city was not the only ones doing something like this.  He noted that just upstream Duke Energy was pulling water out of the river to replenish the lake up there as well, so it was going on everywhere.  He stated that he agreed that they needed be prepared.

Mayor Grogan added that if they did not have pumps by June as Mr. Asbury had said, they probably would not be able to get pumps.

Mr. Asbury added that another comment he wanted to make regarding the issue of the rates, the project was $700,000.  They were hopefully looking at a $350,000 grant.  He asked them to keep in mind that was important, but coming up next February, they hope to be submitting an application to the Clean Water Management Trust Fund.  He noted that he had talked to the Field Representative today and she indicated that likewise they would need a resolution regarding rates.  He explained that his whole point in saying that was that the availability of funds on the Clean Water Management Trust Fund was $3 million.  

Council Member Epps commented that Mr. Asbury and his staff were commended for all the work they have done.  They have turned dirt up all over this town and were working feverishly trying to catch up with all this stuff and their money was getting lower.  He stated that they were going to have to do something.

Mr. Asbury pointed out that Mr. Bev O’Dell should be recognized as a lot of those water projects were his.  
Council Member Tuggle stated that they see workers on Sundays and late at night doing things and they did a tremendous job, and he thanked them for it.

Council Member Turner asked if this was their permanent solution.  She noted that they had that study years ago about moving the raw water intake and they kind of nixed that.

Mr. Asbury replied that this was a permanent solution at their current maximum pumping rate that they have seen.  He asked them to keep in mind that their water plant was rated at 20.6 million gallons per day.  They were putting in three (3) slightly larger than 5 million gallon pumps, so there was room to grow there, but they did not see any point at this time in getting the extra pump, as has been suggested, as they did not know what stability or growth they might see in that water usage over the next several years.  If it did, a fourth pump might be needed.

Council Member Tuggle asked if he was correct in saying that a new raw water intake costs over $5 million to which Mr. Asbury replied yes.

Council Member Epps stated that he remembered also that if they go below that where they were at now, past their wastewater and all that, if they were to have a problem there at the wastewater plant they would be in trouble water-wise.  He stated that he thought that the location they have now, as should be a permanent place, was to improve later on down the road, as he had said.

Mr. Asbury replied that was true.

Mayor Grogan asked if “g” and “h” had been answered to which Council Member Burnette replied no, “h” was a different item.

Mr. Asbury asked if he needed to say something about “g” and “h” to which Mr. Burnette replied in the affirmative, but they were different questions, and Council Member Tuggle added that he had some specific questions for “h”.

A motion was made by Council Member Epps seconded by Council Member Burnette to approve this request.  All Council Members present voted in favor of this motion. 

(g) Approval and adoption of Resolution Authorizing Supplemental Grant Application to the NC Rural Economic Development Center for City of Eden Supplemental Raw Water Intake System.  

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING SUPPLEMENTAL GRANT APPLICATION

3. That the City of Eden will provide for efficient operation and maintenance of the project on completion of construction thereof.

4. That John E. Grogan, Mayor, and successors so titled, is hereby authorized to execute and file an application on behalf of the City of Eden with the NCREDC (Rural Center) for a grant to aid in the construction of the project described above.

5. That Brad Corcoran, City Manager, and successors so titled, is hereby authorized and directed to furnish such information as the Rural Center may request in connection with such application or the project; to make the assurances as contained above; and to execute such other documents as may be required in connection with the application. 

6. That the City of Eden has substantially complied or will substantially comply with all Federal, State, and local laws, rules, regulations, and ordinances applicable to the project and to Federal and State grants and loans pertaining thereto.

Mr. Asbury explained that again this goes back to the North Carolina Clean Water Revolving Loan Act of 1987.  It requires an authorizing resolution of the City Council and the appointment of someone in the city to do this.  As it was described to them, this was to “keep rogue city managers from going out willingly and applying for grants without the knowledge of Council.” 
Council Member Burnette commented that his questions were totally answered before, and he appreciated that very much.

Council Member Ellis asked how long it would take to get that grant.

Mr. Asbury replied that he did not know. The Rural Center Board meets tomorrow, so if these resolutions were passed, he would be sending them to the Rural Center tonight.  They have their application and so, hopefully, he would know in fairly short order as to whether or not they get at least a conditional offer meaning that the Board has looked at it, and they feel like the information submitted was adequate.  He added that they met with Julie Haigler Cubeta, who is a representative of the Rural Center and talked with her and she was favorably impressed with what was proposed.
Council Member Burnette asked that if the grant was received would they vote on the rate increase or would it be automatic.

Mayor Grogan replied that you have to vote on that.

Council Member Burnette questioned if there would be a public hearing to which Mayor Grogan replied they did not have to have that.

A motion was made by Council Member Tuggle seconded by Council Member Ellis to approve this request.  All Council Members present voted in favor of this motion.

(h)  Approval and adoption of Resolution Establishing Goal for Participation of Minority Business in Building/Construction Contracts.   

Resolution Establishing Goal for Participation of Minority Business in Building/Construction Contracts

WHEREAS, the consideration and adoption of this resolution is necessary for support of the application by the CITY OF EDEN for NC Rural Economic Development Center funds for water system infrastructure improvements and fulfills public goals established by the State in this instance; and
WHEREAS, notice of the public hearing was duly published and the public hearing duly held as required by N.C. General Statute section 143-128.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY CONCIL OF THE CITY OF EDEN, THAT:

The City of Eden shall have a verifiable goal of ten percent (10%) for participation by minority businesses in building construction contracts awarded pursuant to N.C. General Statute sec. 143-128.

The official, employee or agent responsible for advertising such contracts shall identify lists of minority businesses, using information obtained from the state or from other institutions or agencies providing such information.

For each building contract put out for bids under the separate specification or single prime contract systems, documents related to the contract shall be available for inspection at a convenient and accessible location of which minority businesses shall receive notice.
4.
For each such building contract put out for bids under the separate specification or single prime contract system, published notice of the contract shall include a summary of this resolution.
5.
For any such building contract put out for bids under the separate specification or single prime contract system, the contact person designated herein shall maintain records with respect to:
A.
those contractors or subcontractors notified of the project and the number of the contractors and subcontractors that are minority businesses as defined in NC General Statute sec. 143-128,
B.
those contractors or subcontractors that bid or otherwise respond to notice of the project,
C.
those contractors or subcontractors awarded contracts as part of the project and the number and identity of those that minority businesses, and
D.
the percentage of work on the project that is to be performed by minority businesses appearing.
8.
That for any such building contract put out for bids under the single prime contract system, the single prime contractor shall:
A.
notify those minority businesses of the portion of the project which will be subcontracted by the single contractor and solicit bids from those minority businesses.
B.
submit with his bids records with respect to:
1.
those subcontractors notified of the project and of those elements of the project for which subcontracts will be let and the number of these subcontractors that are minority businesses as defined in N.C. General Statute sec. 143-128,
2.
those subcontractors that bid or otherwise respond to notice of the project, and
3.
those subcontractors awarded contracts as part of the project and the number and identity of those that are minority businesses, and
4.
the percentage of work on the project that is to be performed by minority businesses.

That these policies shall be a part of the request for proposals for any such contract, and noncompliance by any single prime bidder shall be grounds for declaring the bid non-responsive.

MINORITY BUSINESS PARTICIPATION

This is to certify that the CITY OF EDEN will comply with minority business goals as adopted by the City Council in a resolution, dated February 19, 2008, in accordance with N.C.G.S. 143-128.  The minority business goals shall be incorporated into grant and loan assisted projects such as those being applied for through the North Carolina Rural Economic Development Center. Specifically, the City of Eden is applying for a grant for a project that includes upgrades to its raw water intake system. 

Mr. Asbury explained that the Minority Business requirement again goes back to the authorizing legislation, where the money comes from and it was stipulated in the North Carolina General Statute, 143-128, goals were set and he thought there were some concerns about whether or not or how the cities reported and kept track of that.  He explained that all of the contract documents that were sent out on the projects contain a copy of the resolution and the forms required for the contractors who bid on the project to report how they have attempted to comply with the effort to recruit minority and historically under utilized businesses.  So, all of that material was in that for the contractors and then once the project was underway, they get that back and work with the Finance Department, to do what was called a HUBSCO reporting for the historically under utilized businesses.
Council Member Burnette asked how they arrived at 10%.

Mr. Asbury replied that it was the amount that was stipulated in 1987 which was state-wide and it was just picked up from there, it was not required and if they wanted to set a different percentage they could.

Council Member Tuggle asked if the 10% was on the city’s end or was that on the people that were applying for the contract.

Mr. Asbury explained that was what the city was saying its target was for and that was passed on to the contractors.  He asked them to keep in mind that it was a goal, and they have to report whether or not they have made that goal.  If they have not made the goal, they have to report what they have done to try to make the goal and that includes advertising in specific publications that were circulated primarily into the minority business community.

Council Member Tuggle questioned that actually there may be some instances where they would not have any minorities involved but they have to show they have made the effort to make sure that minorities have an opportunity to be able to bid on this stuff to which Mr. Asbury replied that was exactly right.

Council Member Burnette asked if this in no ways limits them from accepting a qualified low bid to which Mr. Asbury replied no.  Council Member Burnette asked if it was unless they specifically want to do it to meet the goal.

Mr. Asbury explained that there was a requirement.  He explained that a contractor has to file an affidavit showing that he has made a good faith effort but if he fails to do that, it would be grounds for rejection.

Council Member Burnette stated that in keeping records, problems that he had experienced, it has not been the prime or the sub but it has been the sub of a sub.  He asked if they were in there as well to report.

Mr. Asbury replied that the prime contractor was the one who does the reporting.

Council Member Burnette stated that in his experience it had been that the prime cannot hold the sub of a sub accountable.  Mayor Grogan commented that would be between the contractor and the subcontractor to which it was agreed that was the case.

A motion was made by Council Member Epps seconded by Council Member Turner.  All Council Members present voted in favor of this motion.

WHEREAS: The City of Eden (the "City") has previously decided to purchase a 2008 Labrie Automizer Side Loading Refuse Truck (the "Project"), and the Finance Officer has now presented a proposal for the financing of such Project. 

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED, as follows: 

1. The City hereby determines to finance the Project through First-Citizens Bank and Trust Company ("First Citizens"). The amount financed shall not exceed $203,565.00, the annual interest rate (in the absence of default or change in tax status) shall not exceed 3.53%, the semi-annual payments shall be $22,319.74, and the financing term shall not exceed five (5) years from closing. 

2. All financing contracts and all related documents for the closing of the financing (the "Financing Documents") shall be consistent with the foregoing terms. The City Manager is hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver any Financing Documents, and to take all such further action as he may consider necessary or desirable, to carry out the financing of the Project as contemplated by the proposal and this resolution. The Financing Documents shall include, but not be limited to: (i) Installment Purchase Contract, (ii) Incumbency and Authorization Certificate, (iii) Bank Eligibility Certificate, and (iv) Continuous Insurance Coverage Declaration. 

3. The Finance Officer is hereby authorized and directed to hold executed copies of the Financing Documents until the conditions for the delivery of the Financing Documents have been completed to such officer's satisfaction. The Finance Officer is authorized to approve changes to any Financing Documents previously signed by the City Manager, provided that such changes shall not substantially alter the intent of such documents or certificates from the intent expressed in the forms executed by such officer. The Financing Documents shall be in such final forms as the Finance Officer shall approve, with the Finance Officer's release of any Financing Document for delivery constituting conclusive evidence of such officer's final approval of the Document's final form. 

4. The City shall not take or omit to take any action the taking or omission of which will cause its interest payments on this financing to be includable in the gross income for federal income tax purposes of the registered owners of the interest payment obligations. The City hereby designates its obligations to make principal and interest payments under the Financing Documents as "qualified tax-exempt obligations" for the purpose of Internal Revenue Code Section 265(b)(3). . 

5. All prior actions of City officers in furtherance of the purposes of this resolution are hereby ratified, approved and confirmed. All other resolutions (or parts thereof) in conflict with this resolution are hereby repealed, to the extent of the conflict. This resolution shall take effect immediately.
