MEETING CONVENED:

Mayor Grogan called the special meeting of the Eden City Council to order and explained that he would like to add an item to the agenda.  He noted that they were all aware that the City of Reidsville was recently recognized as an All American City.  It really takes a lot of hard work to get that designation.  He stated that he knew that each of them had called and congratulated the Mayor and the City Manager, but he thought it would be good to pass a resolution congratulating them as well.  
A motion was made by Council Member Tuggle seconded by Council Member Ellis to add a resolution to the agenda recognizing the City of Reidsville as an All American City recipient.  All Council Members present voted in favor of this motion.  This motion carried.
RESOLUTION 

CONGRATULATING 

REIDSVILLE AS AN 

“ALL AMERICAN CITY”
WHEREAS, The All-America City Award is the oldest and most respected community recognition program in the nation. This year marks the 58th anniversary of the award that recognizes communities whose citizens work together to identify and tackle community-wide challenges and achieve uncommon results, and

WHEREAS, Each year, only ten cities are selected as All-America Cities. These communities exemplify the true American spirit at work. Their citizens are actively committed to ensuring that their community is a safe nurturing place to live. Since the program's inception, more than 4,000 communities (neighborhoods/cities/towns/counties/regions) have competed and nearly 500 have been named "All-America Cities", and

WHEREAS, the City of Reidsville’s All American City Committee consisted of 51 delegates who represented their city and the City of Reidsville had the second largest delegation of the 16 finalists in Tampa, and 

WHEREAS, the City of Reidsville was one of ten cities to receive the distinction out of the 16 cities vying for the title of All American City, and

WHEREAS, the City of Reidsville was the second smallest city to become a finalist and the smallest city to receive the title of All American City, and

WHEREAS, the City of Reidsville filed the application for recognition as an All American City, and focused on the Free Clinic of Rockingham County, the Reidsville Outreach Center, and the Reidsville Teen Center; and 

NOW, THERFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Eden honors the City of Reidsville for its recognition by the National Civic League’s All American City Program as one of the top ten All American Cities in the United States for 2008.

Mayor Grogan then proceeded to the next item on the agenda and asked Mrs. Tammie McMichael, the Director of Finance and Human Resources to come forward.

Mrs. McMichael explained that the money was there, they just needed to do a paper entry which will actually make the budget in balance.  The first item that you have is the actual final budget amendment for the year end for the Greenways Project.  They have had some interest come in and some donations that were expended so they just needed to get that in balance and she noted they would see that as $6,985.00.

The second part of the amendment was to transfer $18,000.00 from the Police Department Budget to the Police Pension Fund as they actually had three more police officers to retire.  The money was there but they just needed to do a journal entry to make the budget balance.
Approval and adoption of Budget Amendment #23.
This is a final budget amendment for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2008.  The first part of the amendment appropriates interest earned and donations ($6,985.00) to the Greenways Fund that were not anticipated in the FY 07-08 budget.  This money has already been received.
The second part of this amendment transfers $18,000 from the Police Department budget to the Police Pension Fund to cover an overage in the Police Pension Fund.  This occurred because we had three police officers retire that were not anticipated in the FY 07-08 budget.
