Prior to the meeting, Beth Pulliam, Louise Price and Marianne Aiken were sworn in for new terms of office.

The meeting was called to order by Blanche Hailey. 

ELECTION OF OFFICERS:

Mrs. Galloway opened the floor for nominations for Chair and Vice Chair of the Commission.

Mrs. Pulliam nominated Mrs. Hailey for the position of Chair. Mrs. Aiken seconded the motion.

Mrs. Hailey had some concerns about accepting the nomination, as she was concerned that her work schedule would conflict with her duties. There was discussion that the Commission could work with her if she accepted the position. Mrs. Hailey agreed.

After discussion, all members present voted in favor of Mrs. Hailey as Chair of the Commission. The motion carried.

Mrs. Price nominated Mrs. Pulliam as Vice Chair. Mr. Underwood seconded the motion. All members present voted in favor of the nomination. The motion carried.

SET MEETING AGENDA:

There were no items to be added or deleted from the agenda. The agenda was set.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

The minutes of a regular meeting on October 16, 2017 were presented to the Commission.  Mrs. Aiken made a motion that the minutes be approved as presented. Mrs. Pulliam seconded the motion. All members present voted in favor of the motion. The motion carried.
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OLD BUSINESS:

FERRY ROAD SIGN.

Mrs. Galloway said she was reviewing the requirements for the State Highway Marker Program to see if the Ferry Road would qualify. If not, she said the Commission could do the sign privately.

BOOK SALES.

Chair Hailey said they had sold several books at the museum over the holidays. She said she had seen one of the books listed for sale on ebay for $200. She also said there had been no contact with the former owners of the book store about the missing case of books.

Mrs. Galloway said there were 88 cases of books in storage.

NEW BUSINESS:

HISTORIC PROPERTIES INVENTORY.

Mrs. Galloway suggested that the Commission update the historic properties inventory. She said there are probably some properties that have been lost since the last inventory, and there might be some properties that were not included which would now qualify.

Mrs. Price suggested that this could be a student project. 

Mrs. Aiken noted that St. Joseph’s Catholic Church was not included and that is should be.

It was noted that Phase I of the project could involve updating the current inventory, and Phase II could be additions.

LOCAL HISTORIC DISTRICT.

Mrs. Galloway suggested that the Commission might look at creating a local historic district. She said the issue with this is getting owners that are amenable to the idea.

Mrs. Price asked if this could be used as a tool for demolition by neglect. She suggested that the Boulevard would be a good district.

Mrs. Galloway said it would be difficult to do the Boulevard because there are so many different property owners. 

ITEMS FROM THE COMMISSION:

Mrs. Aiken said that the Rhode Island Mill had a new owner. She also showed an old postcard of the Spray area.

It was suggested that the Commission might sell postcards as a fundraiser.

Mrs. Price said that the foundation repairs on the rock wall at the old Morehead Mill had been completed.
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ADJOURNMENT:

There being no further business to come before the Commission, Mrs. Pulliam made a motion that the meeting be adjourned. Mrs. Price seconded the motion. All members present voted in favor of the motion. The motion carried.
