The meeting was called to order by Chair Blanche Hailey. 

SET MEETING AGENDA:

Mrs. Aiken asked to add discussion of the books and the study list to the agenda. The Commission agreed and the agenda was set.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

The minutes of a regular meeting on May 7, 2018 were presented to the Commission.  Mrs. Harrington made a motion that the minutes be approved. Mrs. Aiken seconded the motion. All members present voted in favor of the motion. The motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:

LEAKSVILLE MALE ACADEMY.

A question was asked about whether the Academy had been sold. Mrs. Galloway said that it had, but she was not sure who purchased it. It was noted that there was no sign of activity on the property.

FIRST BAPTIST CHURCH STEEPLE.

Mrs. Harrington said that the new steeple was up and that it had destroyed the architectural integrity of the church building. She referred to the letter which Claudia R. Brown (SHPO) had written on behalf of the Commission, urging the church not to replace the old steeple. Mrs. Harrington said that she was of the opinion that the Commission should recommend that the church be removed from the National Register.

Mrs. Aiken said it was a stipulation for the National Register that significant architectural features not be changed.
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Mrs. Harrington said when she had talked with Claudia Brown, Ms. Brown had indicated that there were “politics” involved between the SHPO and the church and her decision to write the letter in support of not removing the steeple.

Mrs. Galloway asked if removal of the steeple was enough to “destroy” the integrity of the church.

There was discussion about the process to request removal from the National Register. It was noted that this starts at the state level and then a recommendation is made to the federal level.

Mrs. Hailey asked Mrs. Harrington if she would contact Claudia R. Brown again. Mrs. Harrington said she would.

Mrs. Harrington made a motion to initiate a request to the SHPO to remove the First Baptist Church from the National Register. Mrs. Price seconded the motion. All members present voted in favor of the motion. The motion carried.

BOOK SALES.

Mrs. Aiken suggested that they reduce the price of the books to $29.95.

Mrs. Peele said they had sold one book on e-bay. She asked why the Commission is holding on to so many books, and she thought we should sell them.

There was discussion about advertising the books in Our State magazine, but it was noted that the cost of an ad was probably expensive. It was also noted that they could also be offered on the Leaksville.com Facebook page. Mrs. Galloway said it would be better to sell them at a round number (not $29.95). 

Mrs. Aiken made a motion to offer the books for $30, including shipping on e-bay. Mrs. Price seconded the motion. All members present voted in favor of the motion. The motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS:

CANCELLATION OF JULY MEETING.

Mrs. Pulliam made a motion that the July meeting be cancelled. Mrs. Peele seconded the motion. All members present voted in favor of the motion. The motion carried.

ADJOURNMENT:

There being no further business to come before the Commission, the meeting was adjourned.
